The 2007 ECAHS Awards for the highest scoring horses having 50% or more Crabbet blood in the Cheshire
Competitive Trail Ride and the Old Dominion Endurance Ride was TEF Navigator and KMA Chazz Piper
respectively.

Navigator (CRF Jabal x FFC Sunkist) bred and owned by Tracey Reynolds of Pennsylvania was the high scoring
horse on the Cheshire this year. Even though the Cheshire is only 27 miles, because of the trail's many significant
changes in altitude, it is considered one of the most difficult competitive rides in the east.

Chazz Piper (MCA Chazz x Shalimar Pepgida) has been owned by Paul Sidio of Missouri for three years. He was
purchased by Mr. Sidio at an Addis Auction after not being considered by a buyer of endurance prospects
because of his small feet. However, he is doing quite well for Paul Sidio. He was in tenth place in the Old
Dominion and several weeks later finished 31% in the Tevis out of 285 starters.

*Note — Chazz was bred by ECAHS member Dr. Karlan Downing and Navigator’'s dam was bred by ECAHS
member Fairfield Farm Arabians.

For the second straight year, Supreme Tsamaz (HU-Sohda-Nohta x Supreme Tsamaz x Supreme Tsultan), better
known at Windt im Wald Farm and in Northeast Ohio simply as Tsammie, made her long-awaited appearance at
the third annual Cattle Baron's Ball at the Bart and Iris Wolstein Center in downtown Cleveland on Saturday,
October 27, 2007. Registered as a 3/4 Arabian, Tsammie is 44% ECAHS-Crabbet certified.

Used to all kinds of distractions from up-close motorcycles to deer hopping a fence to be her pasture-

buddies, Tsammie calmly walked through the entrance to the gala, a standard house door with a crystal insert.
The wind gusts from opening the door created Halloween-worthy phantoms out of the filmy white curtains that
lined the thirty feet of red carpet intended for VIP guests. She calmly claimed the red carpet as a walkway worthy
of her but sighed audibly when we reached her spot of honor, a deep, deep bed of straw in front of a stylized red
barn with baskets of wax apples and chili peppers. Acting as though none of the surroundings here were unusual
or unexpected, she promptly started munching the bedding and completely ignored busboys carrying trays of food
down the aisle. The photographer shot off flashbulb after flashbulb under floodlights to get souvenir pictures of
her with adoring patrons, who paid $150 each or $250 per couple to raise needed funds for research for finding
THE CURE for cancer. Nearly everyone stopped to comment about her calm and unflappable demeanor.

For three hours Tsammie had her picture snapped with honored guests and performers, such as the Saline
Fiddlers from Saline High School in Saline, Michigan, without even a burp. Many of the guests chose to get on her
back and hold her reins as she worked without a bit or bridle. She proved as wondrous to these guests as she is
to us each and every day of the year, but especially during trying times like chemotherapy. Riding her every day,
if just for fifteen minutes, was a realistic goal to set during cancer rehabilitation. According to chairperson, Linda
Campbell, Tsammie was the star of the show. One late patron, who braved the freezing temperatures in a cowboy
hat and light western garb, bemoaned the fact that he arrived too late to get his picture taken "with the horse."

Magic foals should excel there. Both are flashy chestnut purebred Arabians with lots of movement: a coming two-
year-old filly, Magic’s Fancy Dancin’ and a coming three-year-old colt, Magic’s Crown Royal. “On the other hand,”
she adds, “both have excellent rear ends and would make show-stopping reining horses!”



The grey gelding Aul Platinum (Aul Magic x Aur Silver Myst) has been sold to Mary Gilley of Hesperus, Colorado,
who will show in Amateur Dressage. His full brother, the chestnut colt Aulways Magic, was leased to the Bitterroot
Ranch of Dubois, WY for breeding for the next two years. A third full brother, the grey two-year-old Turbo-
Charged, is still at the ranch. All three are by Aul Magic+/ and out of Legendary’s CMK mare, Aur Silver Myst (Aur
Mystique x Aura Magic, by *Lewisfield Magic).

“In my opinion, the youngest colt, Turbo-Charged, is the most athletic of all three, and was the largest at birth.
He’s almost 15 hands now as a long yearling, so he should mature well over 15 hands. He also carries the rare
Tetrarch spotting, which gives him a leopard Appaloosa look on his grey coat, like his older brother Aul Platinum. |
think he’s another excellent prospect for high-level dressage.”

Betsy has an observation to share about the Arabian stallions approved for breeding by the American Trakehner
Association. “Did you know that the Trakehner organization has one of the strictest inspection processes of all the
warmblood breeds in the U.S.? Since they opened their inspection to purebred Arabians about eight years ago,
lots of Arabian stallions have been inspected, but only three have been approved — and all of the approved
stallions are from CMK bloodlines! This is a wonderful commentary on the quality and performance ability of CMK
Arabians!”

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Just when | thought it couldn’t get any better..........

Just when | thought it couldn’t get any better, it has flourished. A grandmother’s (or MomMom in my case) dream
come true. Not one, but both of my granddaughters have the itch that | have had for years. That defective horse
gene as one of my friends in ECAHS says.

Last September, 2006, my son Jesse, his wife Brandi and their two daughters; Kobe Anne and Brooklynn Rose
moved back to the area after a few years in Lake Placid, NY. Of course my mind is spinning with ideas regarding
the girls and my horses. Immediately | took Kobe over to Chrystal Coffelt’s for her first riding lesson. She is put
on Amyr Imaserafix aka Spike (x the Fixer x Serafix) and is a natural in the seat.

Her lessons progressed very well. In one of her lessons, we taught her how to turn Spike. It got to the point that
we had to tell her to forget about turning the horse because that is all she wanted to do and concentrate on her
posture; back straight, heels down, hips forward, where to hold her hands, etc. It was a dream come true for me
to watch Kobe riding.

She gets on Spike and Chrystal takes
her into her first class. We were all so nervous but again, my dream came true to see my
granddaughter riding a horse.

So the lessons continue. In the spring | brought my gelding Shaborr over to Chrystal’'s so Kobe could start to ride
him. My goal was to have her show her own horse. He was a bit intimidating to her and still is. But in time they
will become one. AND with Shaborr at Chrystal’s not only could Kobe ride him but | could start riding again.
Hopefully Kobe and Shaborr will be at Crabbet Celebration XV next Labor Day weekend.

As the spring and summer approached, the riding was put on hold as my Dad’s health was deteriorating. He
passed away in August and it still took a little bit to get the itch back. Chrystal phoned me on October 12 and told
me there was an open show up at Quentin Riding Club in Quentin, PA and she wanted Kobe to be there. So on
Saturday | took her over to ride Shaborr and practice a bit.
